	COURSE DESCRIPTION
The course covers the basics of Interior Design including wise planning in housing decisions.  The basic principles and elements of design will be incorporated in all of the areas of interior design including, color, floor plans, furniture design, architecture, textiles, windows and coverings, floor and wall coverings, accessories and lighting.  Projects will be integrated throughout the course to provide applications as the students study various topics.


	COURSE PREREQUISITES
There are no prerequisites for Interior Design I.  Interior Design I is required for Interior Design II.


	COURSE OBJECTIVES & LEARNING OUTCOMES
1. Explain how basic needs of life are by housing.
2. Demonstrate professional lettering, labeling and mounting techniques.
3. Identify, explain and use the basic elements and principles of design.
4. Explain and demonstrate the design and function of interior space.

5. Identify selected architectural styles and features, and include some architectural history. 

6. Students will identify characteristics of quality furniture and distinguishing features of selected European and American furniture styles.  

7. Identify and explain various textiles, floor treatments, wall and window treatments.

8. Identify and discuss factors and types of natural light and artificial lighting.

9. Students will communicate design ideas through professionally prepared presentation boards.
